On request, the TransMix can be fitted with a split binder compartment for cement or 
anhydrite. The combination of normal cement and quick cement is easy to  
implement with the TransMix. This ensures that the two materials do not come  
into contact with one another. 

Single-compartment system for premixed dry mortar
In many cases, such as premixed dry mortar applications, a single large compartment 
is required instead of several separate compartments, allowing the use of all types of 
premixed dry mortar for floor compounds.

TransMix 3200 for self levelling floor screed

A powerful worm pump supplies a permanent flow of material to the placement site. It 
conveys self levelling floor screed with a maximum particle size of 12 mm at up to  
18 m³ an hour. Automatic metering of materials ensures that the screed quality remains 
constant throughout the entire delivery process. The inliner can fill polystyrene pneumati-
cally by the filler neck.

It can be configured individually, leaves the construc-
tion site completely clean and sets new standards in mixing and processing quality on the 
semi-dry floor screed market.
